The Superintendent is the District's chief spokesperson and shall develop, implement, and evaluate a District,
Communication Plan that ensures the dissemination of accurate and timely information about District
policies, programs, procedures, achievements, and critical decisions to the stakeholders of Oak Grove School
District 68.

The District Communication Plan will be developed in collaboration with representative stakeholders,
including the Board of Education (Board), administration, staff and community members. The District
Communication Plan and subsequent updates must be approved by the Board.

The District Communication Plan will:

e Describe the guidelines for communication between the Board, Superintendent, administration, staff,
parents, students and community members without children attending Oak Grove School

e Include mechanisms to gather stakeholder attitudes and desires for the District
e Include mechanisms to maintain open lines of communications with all stakeholders

e Leverage local media for District coverage

As part of our ongoing commitment, the District Communication Plan, including communication guidelines
and procedures, will be made available to the staff and public through the District website, and an annual
review of communication efforts will be performed by the Superintendent, and presented to the Board.
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
